To provide learning, research and dissemination of
knowledge in areas related to mental health issue as related to psychiatrist of origin from the Indian sub
continent. The council led by the President and Secretary are putting these together including the constitution
requirements which will be put for review at the IGP12011.

An outstanding scientific IGPI meeting is planned with distinguished speakers from the component psychiatric
organizations of India, USA, Canada, Australia, New Zealand and UK. An outstanding scientific program is
being put together by Professor M. Keshavan the Chair of the scientific committee along with the IGPI scientific
advisory committee members. This IGPI 2011 Conference will take place on 14" and 15" January 2011 at
the Ashoka Hotel in New Delhi and will be followed by the ANCIPS conference from the 16" January 2011.
IGPI 2011 conference is to be sponsored by the Canadian Psychiatric Association with CME accreditation of
the scientific program. Dr. Sunil Mittal will be the chair of the local organizing committee and is doing a great
job to make all members and guests welcomed..
